1 amived to Israel in August 2011, In February 2016, after six or seven months in Holot, I agreed to
return to Rwanda. [ did not ask to go to another African country. I got some written information
about the return procedure but 1 did not read or understand it because it was in Hebrew. In the travel
document it said that I can only stay in Rwanda for 30 days. The Immigration Authority did not
arrange a way forus to stay legally in Rwanda for mare than 30 days, When I arrived to the airport

~in'Rwanda there are guards; and they take the documents from-you.-To Israel, Fdid not even-ask -~~~

what will happen to me in Rwanda because | know how things are in Africa. T am Pentecostal and in
many places 1 have problems to pray. In the paper I received from the Immigration in Holot - which
was written iiy Hebrew, nothing in Tignirya — there was a phone number to call, but in Rwanda they
would not even give us the opportunity to buy a sim card. So there was no way for me to call them.
The travel documient was given to me at the Tel Aviv airport as the Immigration Authorities put me
on the plain, It was then and there when I receive the retmrn allowence. But once 1 reached Rwanda,
ihe travel document was taken away from me at the airport. [ did not take a picture of it, On the

plain with me there were about 11 more Eritreans, including 3 gids. It was a connection flight
through Istanbul.

We landed in Kigali. As we left the plain, security guards came to us. I did not ask them who they
were, but [ understood that they were from the government and that [ have to cooperate. All the
Eritreans that were with me on the plain did what they told. They did not leave us any other option
but to come with thern, They were inside the afrport waiting for us, ready to take the people. They
took the travel document from e, At the airport they still did not take. the money from me. They
did not tell us nothing. 'We could not leave the airport with the other passengers, the people that
came for us took us with them, o | |

After they collect us they take us to the car. It was a Landrover with blac:k tinted windows, We
could not see where we were going. There was no way for us to escape or refuse going to the car
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with them. At this point the system was clear to us - they were in charge of us in the ¢

Then a car
came 1o pick us by night. It was like a regular mini-bus but with no seats, We were 11 people in car,
the entire group from the plain. We drove forsix hours, At this point | knew they were taking us to
Uganda, they told us. Rwanda can not save asylum seekers, the people there are very poor. After
driving for six hours we amived at the Ugandan border

5 and we crossed it by feet. It was not an
officlal border crossing. We have no documents, 5o there was no way for them to cross us the border

legally. After we walk an hour by feet onto Uganda, there are other two small cars waiting for us, It
seems that the Rwandans were cooperating with the Ugandans to smuggle us there. They drove us
11 hours to Kampala. We arrive there in the morning. As we get out of the car the police stops us.
They took all our money. They took 4,500 dollars from me. All'my cash. They know we have cash
o us. I heard from other people who came after me that the same happened to them, The authorities
know we come with cash that they can take from us. I did not ask for asylum in Rwanda and no one
told me my right to ask that. In Uganda 1 could not work legally. My documents were taken in
Rwanda and nobody gave me other papers permitting me to stay or work legally in Rwanda or
Uganda. In Uganda I worked illegality in jobs found through the Eritrean community. After the
police took all my money I wis never arrested in Uganda again. I stayed in Uganda for six more
months, After that I went to South Sudan, On the Uganda-South Sudan border I was arrested for
two months. Then I was released and I went to Juba. To get into South Sudan I ad to pay 10005 to
a smuggler. From there I went to Sudan (Khartum), Turkey, and now I’'m in Greece, waiting for my
asylum interview.

Procedure implementation tracking
I didn't call the Israeli immigration authorities from Rwanda as my papers were lost. The Israeli
immigration authorities had my information and telephone number, but they did not try to call me. I
have facebook but they did not take my facebook details.

Return procedure in Israel

L arived to Israel in 2010. In November 2015, when my visa expired and I came to renew it, [ was
given three choices by the immigration authorities: leaving to Eritrea, leaving to Rwanda or going
to prison in Holot. 1 asked if I could go to Germany, where my sister lives as a refugee, but they said
1 can’t. There was no otlier option. I said that out of the three options I would prefer Rwanda, so
they would not arrest me and send me to Holot. I was not given any information about what would
happen to me in Rwanda. In Janvary 2016, I was taken to Rwanda. It was a connection flight from
Tel Aviv to Kigali with a lay over in Istanbul, As far as Tremember, we were about 24 Fritreans on

~this plane. At Ben Gurion Afrport, the Immigratdon Authotities people were always with us, Ttwas

only after we passed security and were about to board the airplane that the imqumtion «
representative gave me the travel document and the money. They do it at the point of boarding so
that you can’t go back and escape with the money. There is always security around you, The money
I got in cash.

They took everyone who
was on the flight with me, At this point we knew we were taken to Uganda, because so far
everything in Rwanda was exactly like what my friends who were sent there from Israel told me.
We reached the Ugandan border at dark. At the border there were traffickers, 1t seems like they were
waiting for us, or that they knew we were coming, I think it was coordinated with the Rwandans,
because they brought us there knowing we don’t have documents to cross the barder legally. I think
that it was coordinated, but [-don’t kniow for sure. We were told 1o start walking towards Uganda,
and we walked for about an hour. The smugglers took 50 dollars from each of us for their service.
After they crossed us the border I-payed another driver to take me to Kampala. In Kampala | stayed

with Family members. I could not find work in Uganda, I stayed there only for 20 days. From there
